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Potty Training:

Children do not need to be potty-trained for this class although we do encourage starting the process sometime during the year (especially since most pre-school classes for 3 and 4 year olds require it). Therefore, we do change diapers as the need arises during class time. We ask that you keep a full change of clothes in your child’s backpack at all times. Diapers and wipes need to be provided and labeled. We will notify you when your child is running low. 

Illness:

Since 2 year olds are just beginning to learn the importance of using tissues, washing hand and covering your mouth when coughing and sneezing, illnesses will spread rapidly though out this age group. In order to keep the spread of germs to a minimum, we ask that you follow these guidelines for keeping your child at home: 

~ Make sure all symptoms of the illness (vomiting, diarrhea, fever, lethargy, severe coughing, running nose with green/yellow mucus) have subsided for 24 hours.

This is not only to protect the other children and staff; your child may be susceptible to picking up new viruses and bacteria’s during this time as well! Please give us a courteous call if your child will be out for the day.

Allergies: 

Please make us aware of any/all allergies or sensitivities your child may have; animal, food, environmental. 

Snacks:

There will be a “Kid of the Day” everyday. This special child will be responsible for bring enough snack and drink for all of the children! This works really well for our 3 and 4 year old program and the children are very PROUD to be the “Kid of the Day!” 

Please try and remember that we are helping these small children to make healthy choices when choosing “snacks.” Some ideas of what children at this age like are: Goldfish, pretzels, grapes, crackers, cheese/cheese sticks, ice cream, animal crackers, apples, yogurt, muffins, and applesauce. 

Birthdays:

A birthday is a very special day for a 2/3 year old! They will be the “Kid of the Day” on (if possible) or around their birthday so they will be able to celebrate their birthday at school. Summer birthdays will be celebrated with “un-birthdays” at the end of the school year. Some great birthday treats are: Ice Cream, Cookie Cake, Cookies, Popsicles, Rice Crispy Treats….

Holidays:

We like to celebrate our holidays with small parties! Parents can sign up as “Room Parents” and will be in charge of the party! These are always wonderful events! We will keep the parties low key as too much activity or change in routine may cause anxiety or increased energy in a 2 year old! 

Student Behavior Policy:

Although there are many aggressive behaviors that are quite common in 2 year olds, we strive to teach our students to “use words” and “be kind”. With this in mind, we have created policies about negative behaviors such as, scratching, biting and other physical behaviors. Though we will work with parents to correct these negative behaviors, our responsibility for the other student’s welfare and safety may dictate that after three such incidents, we reserve the right to ask that the child be removed from the program. 

Discipline:

Reminders and re-direction are typical ways of handling disciplinary situations. Occasionally, a child will be placed in time-out for a few minutes if these techniques do not seem to be working or if the child becomes aggressive. We will keep parents informed of situations that arise. 

School Closings: 

 In the case of inclement weather, we will be closed when BROCKPORT CENTRAL SCHOOLS are closed. School closings are announced on local T.V. and Radio stations. 

Emergency Evacuations: 

If a situation arises and we need to evacuate the Community Center, we will be transported by BCS transportation to the Sweden Senior Center. Parents will be contacted from there to pick up their child. 

Dress Code:

When helping your child get dressed for school, please keep in mind that we will be engaging in many activities that are “messy” and a lot of physical movement will be taken place each day. Also, no open-toed shoes, flip-flops, sandals, slippery dress shoes allowed. Feet get stepped on and woodchips from the playground get in these types of shoes.  When we are in the gym, rubber soles prevent falls. 

Remember that stocking, belts and overalls may be a challenge if you child is potty training and when we are changing diapers. 

Termination of Enrollment:

Termination may be a result of:

~Abuse of other children, staff or property

~Disruptive or dangerous behavior

~Inability to meet the child’s needs

We will make every effort to avoid termination before a final decision is made. If your child is terminated for the program no refund of payment will be made up to that time.
Late Pick-Up and Early Withdraw Fee:
We reserve the right to charge a late pick up fee of $5 for every 15 minutes after usual dismissal. We understand that things may prevent you from arriving on time; for those rare emergencies, a courteous phone call will alleviate the need for late pick-up fees. We also require a two week notice if for any reason your child may be withdrawn from the program before the end of term. Without notice, you may be subject to continue payment or forfeit tuition.
Late Payment Fee:
Payments not arriving on scheduled dates may incur late payment fees. You may be charged $10 for every five days late. We understand that extenuating circumstances may arise and we may be able to make arrangements and other options available.
Personal Items:

We will not be responsible for personal items brought in from home. Please encourage your child to leave all toys at home (unless needed for school). Mark your child’s personal items such as book bag, extra clothes, supplies and wipes.
